Kenneth G. “Jerry” Moore. Cutchogue resident Kenneth G. "Jerry" Moore
died July 27, 2008 in Effort, Pa. He was 78. He was born in Elmira, N.Y., April
22, 1930, to Kenneth and Esther (Welsh) Moore, and moved with his family to
Port Washington in 1941. He graduated from Port Washington High School in
1948 and went on to Clarkson College of Technology, graduating with a B.S. in
= chemical engineering in 1952.

8 After college he helped his family build a house on Shelter Island, where he
spent much of his early adult life, and where he met his first wife, Jane
Campbell, whom he married in 1960.

Mr. Moore took a job at Pfizer in Brooklyn doing plant design for antibiotic manufacturing. Later, after
taking a job with Allied Chemical Company, he moved his family to Basking Ridge, N.J. He worked in
research and development and management in Allied Chemical's plastics division for 25 years before
retiring.

At his 40-year high school reunion, Mr. Moore was reintroduced to former classmate and grade-school
neighbor Jacqueline Penney. They married, and he moved to Cutchogue, where his new wife lived.

Mr. Moore was very active in the community, serving as director of the Cutchogue-New Suffolk Chamber
of Commerce, trustee of Cutchogue-New Suffolk Free Library and treasurer of the Southold Town
Promotion Committee. He was a founding member of the North Fork Unitarian Universalist Fellowship in
Jamesport, serving on its board of directors and as head of its worship committee. He had been a
campaign manager for Tom Wickham and a member of the transportation study committee for a new
Peconic County.

But "his pride and his joy," his daughter Nancy Caira said, was his position as a master gardener. He was
involved in the Garden Conservancy's Open Days Program, arranging for tours of local gardens, including
his own, for charity. He lectured regularly at Cornell Cooperative Extension and belonged to a bonsai club
and the Mid-Atlantic Koi Club. He took extreme pride in his garden and his koi pond, according to his
daughter, which were his passions.

In addition, she said, he was always an avid skier, hiker and sailor. He belonged to the Appalachian
Mountain Club for over 60 years and was a 51-year member of the National Ski Patrol achieving his
National Appointment many years ago. Additionally, he was the recipient of the prestigious Regional
Rick Brouse Award.

“Jerry”, as he was known in the Ski Patrol, was a Patrol Director of the former Snow Bowl Ski Patol in
Weldon, NJ, after which he became part of the Great Gorge and Vernon Valley Patrol in Vernon, NJ, a
CPR Instructor at the Vernon Valley/Great Gorge Ski Patrol Refreshers, an American Red Cross First Aid
Instructor in Bernardsville, NJ, and an avid supporter and participating Patroller at the New Jersey Special
Olympics for many years. Additionally, he frequently volunteered at Craigmere Ski Area.
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In addition to Ms. Caira, of Waretown, N.J., Mr. Moore is survived by his former wife, Jacqueline
Penney; his son, Thomas, of Effort, Pa.; and his sister, Marilyn Mascis of Black Diamond, Wash.

In accordance with Mr. Moore's wishes, no funeral services were held. The family will hold a private
memorial in his honor at a later date in New Hampshire.
